Make sure the pilasters are plumb. Leave the appropriate door opening
between the pilasters as shown on your submittal drawing.

Place the headrail onto the pilasters keeping
it tight against the outside face of the
pilaster. Slide the headrail tight against the
wall. Position the headrail mounting bracket
around the headrail and tight against the
wall. Mark the bracket mounting holes on the
wall. Drill @ %" holes (minimum 2" deep) at
each location. Secure the bracket to the wall
with the hardware provided.

Drill @ %4" holes
through the mounting bracket and @ 7" on
the headrail at the pilaster location (one face
only). Fasten the headrail to the mounting
bracket with fasteners provided. Insert shims
as needed between the headrail and pilaster
on the inside of the stall.

Place the headrail mounting bracket
around the headrail and tight against
the wall. Keeping the headrail level,
mark the the bracket mounting holes
on the wall. Drill and secure with
fasteners provided. Attach the endcap
to the open end.

Securely tighten the pilaster mounting
hardware on the floor.

Carefully slide the shoe down the
pilaster and secure to the pilaster
with clear silicone caulk (by others).

7 | Gravity-Cam Hinges

Pilasters are pre-drilled for hinges. Before installing the hinges, make sure the door
openings are the appropriate size, the pilasters are plumb, and the headrail is installed.

Before installing the hinges, determine the door swing by facing the compartment from the
outside. The Mills submittal drawings will detail the specific door swing.

Place the bottom door hinge onto the
bottom pilaster hinge pin. Place the top
door hinge into the top pilaster hinge,
then insert the top hinge pin.

Rotate the door to the desired “at rest”
position. Push down on the door while
holding it in the “at rest” position. This

sets the male and female cams in the

bottom hinge.

For doors requiring a full close, rotate the
door 15° past the closed position, then
tighten the hex nut to secure the door in
the “at rest” position.
